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In Karen’s book, “Ferret Fun,” Fudge and Einstein are being bullied by Marvel, the cat.  They get so fed up with Marvel teasing them that they gather up their courage and confront her.

Once you read this book to your class, hand out the two bullying worksheets and have the students create their own scenarios.  

     -In worksheet 1, Marvel (the cat) is teasing the ferrets (Fudge and   

      Einstein).  The worksheet says, “Marvel is bullying the ferrets.  What 
      could she be saying to them to make them so afraid?”  

     -Have the children fill in Marvel’s speech bubble using their own words. 
     -In worksheet 2, the two ferrets (Fudge and Einstein) are devising a plan 
       to deal with Marvel’s bullying.  The worksheet says, “What kind of plan 
       would you come up with to deal with Marvel?”
     -Have the children fill in Einstein’s speech bubble using their own words.
After you have the children fill out the worksheets, you can open up a bullying discussion and ask questions:

What was Marvel doing to the ferrets?

How was Marvel treating them?

Why did they feel threatened?

How did Fudge and Einstein confront Marvel?

Has anyone here ever been teased like Fudge and Einstein?

What did you do to stop a person from teasing (bothering) you or hurting you?

Did you get help from a teacher, parent, or another adult?

Why do you think people bully?

Has anyone in this class ever been the bully?

What are the different types of bullying:  cyber, physical, emotional?

Things you can talk about to your class:
If you are being bullied, tell an adult.  They can help you. 

Show the bully that you are not afraid of them.  Bullies aren’t used to people standing up to them.

Bullying is wrong.  Many states have anti-bullying laws.  Is yours one of them?  I hope so.  How would you go about finding this out?
Things you can do with your class:

Make a campaign to stop bullying in your classroom.  If possible, broaden it to cover the entire school.
